Activity: Life in a Favela in Brazil
Learning objectives:  
· To develop an understanding of what life is like in a favela (shantytown)
· To build an empathy especially towards young people in a favela
· To explore the issues around poor people living in a favela

· To see how people in a favela are helping themselves

You will need:

· Favela Rising DVD (released 7/06, certificate 12)
· Fala Favelo photo pack, includes booklet with suggested activities
Time required: 
1 hour+     
Instructions:
· Watch an extract from the Favela Rising DVD. The DVD is a story about escaping violence, corrupt police and the drugs trade through AfroReggae music a combination of hip-hop, street rhythms and Afro-Brazilian dance. It’s exciting to watch! Discuss life as a teenager in a favela and ways of having a better life
· Use the 24 photos and captions in the Fala Favelo photo pack for selected activities which can include role play for empathy and ranking photos to explore issues 
· Watch a further extract from the DVD
· Decide what could be used as part of a group/class presentation on Brazil  or on the MDGs
