Starter activity: Reality Ana Maiba’s story
Learning objectives:  
· To look at real people’s lives in the South through a personal case study

· To identify their basic needs

· To recognise that achieving the MDGs will meet these basic needs

Ana Maiba’s story:

Ana’s day begins at dawn with a long train journey to collect three bags of charcoal, each weighing 50 kgs. The trip there and back takes all day. When she finally returns home she has to split the charcoal into smaller bags to sell.

Ana lives in a small town in Zambia. She is a middle-aged mother bringing up seven children on her own. “Whatever profits I make are never adequate to feed my whole family,” she says.

Ana is not only suffering from malnutrition, but also living with HIV, which has weakened her immune system. If she dies her children will have to fend for themselves.

The 8 MDGs and Targets to be achieved by 2015
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Target 1 Halve the number of people living on less than one dollar a day (55p.)

Target 2 Halve the number of people who suffer from hunger
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Target 3 Ensure all children everywhere can start and finish primary school 
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Target 4 Give women and men an equal chance. Allow as many girls as boys to attend education at all levels  
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Target 5 Cut by two thirds the under-five death rate. 
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Target 6 Reduce by three quarters the number of mothers who die giving birth 
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Target 7 Stop and begin to reverse the spread of HIV/AIDS. 

Target 8 Halt and begin to reduce cases of malaria, TB and other major diseases. 
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Target 9 Integrate sustainable development into country policies and programmes and save the environment
Target 10 Halve the number of people without safe drinking water. 
                   Target 11 By 2020 improve the lives of at least 100 million slum dwellers. 
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Target 12-18 Include taking action to:
· develop good government, development and poverty reduction - nationally and internationally (12)
