Starter activity: Vision of a better world
Learning objectives:  
· To think about and discuss what would make the world a better place for all young people by 2015
· To match their ideas to the Goals and Targets of the MDGs
You will need:
· A large grid with each of the 8 MDGs icons as a heading to use to match the ideas generated to relevant Goals (electronic or paper)
Time required: 
· 30 minutes
 Instructions:

· Ask the class: What are the biggest problems for the world and its people today? Make a list

· The ask: What age you will be in 2015? How could the world become a better place for all young people by then?

· Work in pairs or three’s to make a list of ideas
· Record these ideas on a grid with the 8 MDG icons, matching ideas that fit to the MDGs, how good is the fit?

· To finish, read out the following then discuss daydream or possible reality? 

“Imagine a world where poverty is halved, boys and girls everywhere go to school, gender disparities are eliminated, child mortality is reduced, and maternal health is improved. Imagine HIV/AIDS is halted and its spreading reversed, environmental resources are preserved and sustainable development becomes an everyday practice. All this achieved by the world's countries together, working unanimously for a better future.” 
This is the future imagined by all the countries of the world meeting at the United Nations Millennium Summit in 2000, where the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) were born.   
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
